Print Journalists. Send three and no
more than three articles. Clippings must
be dated and legible and printed on 8.5"
x 11" paper.

Photo Journalists. Send no more than
10 photographs. Photos must be sent in
print or on CD or DVD.

Broadcast Journalists. Send video or
audio on CD or DVD and/or weblinks
(URLs) of three and no more than three
stories. Include a brief typed descrip-
tion of the work identifying dates of
broadcasts and media outlet(s).

Electronic Journalists. Send three and
no more than three printouts on 8.5" x 11"
paper of work published on the Web.
Provide URLs where your work may be
read or downloaded. Stories in varying
media may be submitted, but must not
total more than three samples.

References

Two confidential letters of reference
should be sent directly to the Metcalf
Institute. References should evaluate
your abilities as a journalist. One letter
must be from your current immediate
supervisor or, for freelancers, from an
editor who has most recently worked
closely with you.

2. List of journalism positions held
3. Resume

4. Essay

5. Professional work samples

Submit the original and three copies of
all application materials. Copies should
be collated and stapled.
